––––––     The Western  Wilds is one of five drive journeys 
that span a network of roads and potential itineraries 
across Tasmania. Each drive journey is designed to 
showcase a diversity of travel experiences within that 
region, as a way to help travellers plan their road trips 
according to their interests and available time.

Tasmania’s west is known for its wilderness landscapes: 
cool-temperate rainforests and alpine plains, 
mountains and glacial valleys, wild rivers and windswept 
coast, and the unique flora and fauna of the UNESCO 
Tasmanian Wilderness World Heritage Area.

Lesser known are the human stories of the region  
– epic tales of an ancient Aboriginal culture that 
thrived over thousands of years, and of tenacious 
pioneers who overcame adversity and unimaginable 
challenges to build their lives in the wilderness.  

Road trips in the Western Wilds allow travellers to 
explore untamed landscapes, follow in the footsteps 
of pioneers and unearth wild stories of mining booms 
and busts in western Tasmania.

Raft the rivers, abseil a dam wall, climb a mountain, 
board a steam train and travel through rainforest.

WATERWAYS  
Windswept beaches, deep lakes and tranquil rivers 
are surrounded by cool-temperate rainforest.

Ghost towns, mining history and convict stories.
